1. Opening of the meeting by Raffaele GARERI, President of ENTO (Italy)
The meeting of the Bureau of the European Network of Training Organisations for Local and Regional Authorities (ENTO), is held in distance conference on 25 June 2010, with Raffaele GARERI (Italy) in the Chair.
A new electronic platform for distance conference is used. The platform is provided by EuropaNetworking, ENTO Secretariat. The distance conference allows important savings in terms of time and money.
2. Adoption of the draft agenda
· Adopted the draft agenda of the Bureau meeting.

3. Adoption of the decisions of the previous meeting (Brescia, Italy, 29 January 2010)
· Adopted without modification the decisions of the previous Bureau meeting held in Brescia, Italy, on 29 January 2010.
4. 2010 Annual Conference, Seville 4-6 November 2010
· Decided the theme of the conference: “Capacity building in European macro-regions: the role of training”. Jean Paul Chauvet suggested also the theme of “Corruption in local and regional authorities” as a key theme in present debate inside CoE. · Was updated about total amount of ENTO savings (Euro 60’000); 
· Was confirmed that procedures for changing signing powers on Bank accounts are completed.

· Was informed that only 14 Ento members on 29 correctly paid the annual fee. 

· Decided to check once more the correctness of ENTO members addresses and to send a third letter signed by the President asking for an explicit decision to leave ENTO. 

· Analysed the problem of reimbursement, given that “per diem” procedure is no more accepted by French rules,  and asked the Treasurer to discuss with the Auditor the possibility of paying past reimbursement according to the “per diem” rule and next reimbursement on the basis of the receipts actually presented by Bureau members (the Treasurer didn’t vote because of his role)
6. Implementation of activities planned in previous Bureau meeting

· Reminded to each bureau member to send a CV in Europass format.
· Presented the new on-line directory for ENTO members and the restricted area for sharing documents among bureau members.

· Decided to test the new on-line instruments individually and send to the Secretariat suggestions for improvement

· Was asked to each member to provide a translation of ENTO brief presentation in his/her own national language
